
Decorative Arrangements: Branding & Marketing Materials White Paper
Through its Business Recovery Services program, the Arkansas Small Business and Technology 
Development Center (ASBTDC) connects client businesses with vendors for one-time and short-
term projects to accelerate their Covid recovery and business growth. As a BRS contract service 
provider, Designs Group Consulting (DGC) was selected to re-brand Decorative Arrangements and 
streamline the company’s online ordering.

LOGO EXPLORATIONS:
The Decorative Arrangement’s logo was not available in a vector format and needed a refresh so 
Designs Group Consulting’s team created a logo based on the original concept but with bright-
er colors and more readable fonts. DGC also created animated versions of the two logo concepts 
chosen: 1) Main logo, and 2) Accessory logo to use on the client’s website and social mediums. Once 
the logos were finalized in all formats: High resolution PDF, jpeg, png, and vector, DGC created so-
cial covers and profiles for Decorative Arrangement so that the client had brand consistency across 
all digital platforms.
